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LANE COUNTY — The Rivers to Ridges partnership is gearing up for controlled ecological
burns across Lane County this fall. As part of their ongoing commitment to environmental
stewardship, the partnership emphasizes the importance of keeping the public informed and
educated about these controlled burns.

Highly visible planned controlled burns for 2023
Residents and passersby might observe increased activity and controlled fires in the following
locations this fall, which are easily seen by the public:

e Coburg Hills — On parcels located northeast of Eugene-Springfield.

e Mt. Pisgah — On parcels within the Howard Buford Recreation Area.

e Willow Creek — On parcels south of W. 18th Ave. in west Eugene.

e Greenhill Road — On parcels near Greenhill Rd out to Fern Ridge Reservoir.

“Each controlled burn is a strategically planned project,” said LRAPA spokesperson Travis
Knudsen. “Planned dates are tentative and fluctuate because they rely on required optimal
weather conditions and available fire safety resources.”

Ecological fires differ from wildfires. They involve low intensity fire and follow strict weather
and safety protocols. These controlled burns are vital for environmental preservation, restoring
native prairie, savanna, and oak woodland habitats. Systematically introducing these prescribed
fires revives natural processes, boosts ecosystem health, and protects communities. They reduce
wildfire risks by clearing dry vegetation. This strategy also reduces the likelihood of larger,
uncontrollable wildfires in the future, ensuring the longevity and resilience of Lane County
lands.

Rivers to Ridges has published a detailed map of all permitted controlled burns for the 2023

The aim is to execute these and other controlled burns by year's end. However, given the
dependency on weather and prescribed fire control resources, not all permitted controlled burns
might be completed. Some could roll over to future year plans.

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CONDADO DE LANE — La asociacién Rivers to Ridges se esta preparando para realizar
quemas ecologicas controladas en el Condado de Lane este otofio. Como parte de su compromiso
continuo con la proteccion del medio ambiente, la asociacion enfatiza la importancia de
mantener al publico informado y educado sobre estas quemas controladas.

Quemas controladas planeadas altamente visibles para 2023
Los residentes y transeuntes podrian observar una mayor actividad y fuegos controlados en las
siguientes ubicaciones este otono, que son facilmente visibles para el publico:

e Coburg Hills — En parcelas ubicadas al noreste de Eugene-Springfield.

e Mt. Pisgah — En parcelas dentro del area recreativa de Howard Buford.

e Willow Creek — En parcelas al sur de W. 18th Ave. en el oeste de Eugene.

e Greenhill Road — En parcelas cerca de Greenhill Rd hasta Fern Ridge Reservoir.

“Cada quema controlada es un proyecto estratégicamente planificado”, dijo el portavoz de
LRAPA, Travis Knudsen. “Las fechas planeadas son tentativas y varian porque dependen de las
condiciones meteorologicas ptimas requeridas y de los recursos de seguridad contra incendios
disponibles.”

Los fuegos ecoldgicos son diferentes de los incendios forestales. Involucran fuego de baja
intensidad y siguen estrictos protocolos meteoroldgicos y de seguridad. Estas quemas
controladas son esenciales para la preservacion del medio ambiente, restaurando praderas
nativas, sabanas y hébitats de bosques de robles. Introducir sistematicamente estos fuegos
prescritos revive procesos naturales, mejora la salud del ecosistema y protege a las comunidades.
Reducen el riesgo de incendios forestales al eliminar la vegetacion seca. Esta estrategia también
reduce la probabilidad de incendios forestales mas grandes e incontrolables en el futuro,
garantizando la longevidad y resiliencia de las tierras del Condado de Lane.
